First Week of School

The 1% and 2™ grade students are dismissed early the first week of school in order to ease
their transition into school. Full days will begin consistently the following week, with the
exception of Fridays that are always early dismissal days (12:55 p.m.) for grades one and

two.

We encourage you to pick up your children if possible at the early dismissal time (12:55
p.m.), but we realize this is not possible in all cases. Since many of the children have
siblings who will have a full day of school beginning Wednesday, September 7, we are
making afternoon care available until the grade school dismissal time (Wednesday at 2:25
p.m. and Thursday and Friday at 3:05 p.m.) on those days.

Here’s how it works:

Class teachers will dismiss their classes at 12:55 p.m., and the afternoon teacher will
gather the children who are signed up to stay. Fill out the form below to reserve space,
and pack a lunch for your child. There is no charge for this service, but advance notice is
required (this avoids any “Am | staying?”’ confusion and provides appropriate staffing).
Children staying will be ready outside at the end of the school day for dismissal.

Throughout the year, 1% and 2" grade children will be dismissed at 12:55 p.m. on
Fridays. Sign up below to reserve afternoon care (free of charge) for your child every
Friday until 3:05 p.m. The afternoon care teacher will meet your child when the class
teacher dismisses, and the afternoon group will have lunch and play together until 3:05

p.m.
